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My entry will start with a shot of the Atlanta traffic  using a voice over to articulateto express my of travel to far off places. 

The next shot is looking through a travel book for a place to run away to and, deciding to go to the Galapagos.  This will transition to me looking through an Atlas to determine the exact location of these unique islands.  This will also include a close up map of the Galapagos and  show some stills of the wonderful wildlife I will be seeing.   

The next scene will switch to packing, loading the car and driving to the Atlanta airport, again in traffic.    The story will pick up with the flight to Ecuador and then to the Galapagos Islands, landing at San Cristobal Island.  I hope to include clips of  San Cristobal Island as it has a long history of colonization and large numbers of introduced animals. I would also like to include a little history of the Galapagos, remembering, that prior to Charles Darwin visiting the area aboard the HMS Beagle in 1835,  the Galapagos Islands had already been, for many years, a stopping off point for not only merchant ships and ships of the fleet, but also a favorite haunt for pirates.  

I will be doing ten days of island hopping and videoing wildlife while trying to show that even in these remote areas extensive tourism is taking its toll not only on the wildlife, but also on the land itself.  The footage will include close ups of native wildlife, native plants, and hopefully interviews with local tour guides and tourists talking about why they decided to visit the Galapagos and what the future may hold for these islands and the creatures that inhabit them. I think it is important and relevant to try to understand what motivates people to want to visit such remote and inaccessible places.  

 If time permits and I can find a way to draw it in I may include a short segment on Machu Picchu, which is also experiencing an influx of tourism and how it is effecting the area and culture. 

My actual departure date for Machu Picchu and the Galapagos is May 24th.  So when the next posting is due, I will be able to include video clips of my travels.
