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Colorado’s Rocky Mountain National Park: Psalms From On High

The inspiration behind this entry is not only due to the UWOL group and the wonders and beauty of the Rocky Mountain National Park that is a 25-min drive from my home.  It is also because this March the U.S. Senate passed a wilderness bill that is designed to protect over 2 million acres of wilderness across 9 states, including land within Colorado’s Rocky Mountain National Park.

The overall goal for this entry is to film four seasons of wildlife within the park.  The creative framework for this project is what has inspired me beyond measure.  The film is to read like a book.  Literally.  It starts with a “book on film” press release notice and continues with the book cover opening to the beginning pages.  This introduction takes the viewer (reader) through press snippets about the book, the dedication and the table of contents and settles on chapter 1.  There will be six chapters to this entry: Synopsis, Salute!, Staple, Splendid Spring, Sanctuary, and Supplication.  It will wrap up with a Benediction and the credits along with a fun way I have planned for the “about the author” and the list of other “film-books” by Cat Russell (which are the titles of my other UWOL entry films).  This list will also include books I’ve “written” for children.

Chapter 1, Synopsis, gives a documentary-like narration about the Rocky Mountain National Park: its history, geology and facts about its flora and fauna.  All other chapters bring the park to life with film set to music.  It is to give the feel that one is reading a large and expensive picture book, the kind that sits on someone’s coffee table in the living room.

Each segment (chapter) begins and ends by focusing on the book.  The pages turn from one chapter to the next, with page numbers and the thickness of “read material” increasing to indicate progress through the book to its end.

I sincerely thank you for this opportunity to test my skills in both creative inspiration and technical “nuts and bolts” in filmmaking and production.
